ED Interviewed  
on Radio 

Executive Director Denice Whalen
-White recently participated in a 
Health Forum discussion panel on 
the Internet Radio show Sisters 4 
Sisters Network IAM4RADIO on 
April 12, 2010.  Whalen-White 
was joined with Celeste Owens, 
two-year breast cancer survivor 
and motivational speaker, Dr. 
Renee Bovelle, ophthalmologist  
and Phyllis Slade Martin of Slade 
and Associates. 

GloriaJean Brown was the mod-
erator and posed various questions 
to the panelist regarding factors 
that affect a womanôs health such 
as stress and nutrition. All the pan-
elists was quite familiar with how 
breast cancer impacts a family and 
show their own personal experi-
ences as survivor, caregiver and 
friend.  It was noted that they are 
hearing how a number of women 
under 40 are being diagnosed with 
this disease and that many African-
American women also have to deal 
with aggressive tumors referred to 
as ñTriple Negativeò tumors. Not 
enough research has been con-
ducted to determine why this phe-
nomenon is occurring in the com-
munity.

Barnes read a 
poem of tribute to the survivors 
while young ladies from the or-
ganization Harrietôs Girls pre-
sented each survivor with a beau-
tifully wrapped pink carnation in 

celebration of their winning the 
battle against breast cancer.      

The Silent Auction was highly 
competitive with over 55 items 
ranging from a flat panel HD 
color television and Amazon Kin-
dle to a private lunch for two with 
Award Winning News Anchor 
Andrea Roane, also a former re-
cipient of the Pink Lady Award. 

The evening netted over $10,000 
for the organizationôs Utility As-
sistance Fund. The fund assists 

qualified ap-
plicants re-
ceiving che-
m o t h e r a p y 
and/or radia-
tion treatment 
with financial 
help in main-
taining their 
utility ser-
vices.  

E x e c u t i v e  
Director, Den-
ice Whalen-
White, thanked 
the many indi-
viduals and 
organizations 

that made the evening a success.  
This is the third year for the or-
ganization and the event gets bet-
ter each year. Whalen-White 
shared that more and more Afri-
can-American women are being 
diagnosed with breast cancer un-
der the age of 40.   She encour-
aged ñconversations need to be 
had with our daughters, grand-
daughters and nieces in high 
school and college to begin a regi-
men of self-breast exams accord-
ing to the American Cancer Soci-
etyôs guidelines.  It is never too 
young to be mindful of oneôs 
breast health.ò
